1.  ADMIN

a.   Any instructors traveling on AT orders need to get an envelope from the PSD for the exportable training site. Upon completion of travel member must submit AT orders, copy of page 2 and travel claim with any receipts to the same PSD for processing. Email any questions regarding this to randall9@cox.net  For additional information see last page of POM.

b.   Reserve Officer Leadership Course: Attendance at this course is mandatory (every 5 years) for all  officers and Chief Petty Officers.  NMRC scheduled class dates for FY03 are 3-4 May, 21-22 June, 2-3 August, and 20-21 September.  Classes size is set at 20 quotas.  Contact MMCS McMackins or HTC Pyeatt at 462-8797.

c. NAVMARCORESCEN NORFOLK and REDCOM MIDLANT 2003 POLICY BOARD:
Any inputs to the policy board should follow the prescribed format indicated on the links on the welcome page of this website.

2.  TRAINING


a. Reserve Officer Leadership Course (ROLC). This course is mandatory for ALL officers. COMPLETION OF TRAINING IS REQUIRED. This is one of the grading criteria for REDCOM Mid-Atlantic's Command Excellence Award program and is command priority. If you have not attended this course, contact CDR Wahler, Training Officer, to obtain a quota. 


b. Navy Leadership Continuum for Enlisted Sailors. A two-week course required for all enlisted personnel for advancement. Contact CDR Wahler, Training Officer, to obtain a quota.

c. The New Order Writing System (NOWS) will be used for all AT, ADT, and IDTT orders for FY 03 and beyond.  It is a web-based system that requires you to fill out your application for orders on-line and submit them for approval.  The web address is https://nows.cnrf.navy.mil  

A login is required with a User ID and Password.  The User ID is your social security number with no dashes in it and your initial password is your date of birth in the following format  yyyy/mm/dd  and be sure to include the / in the password.  You will have to immediately change your password and your new password has to have at least 8 characters and at least one number.  After you change your password you can enter NOWS.  You will be at the NOWS homepage which has a list of informational messages for you to read.  To fill out an application, go to the 'Sailor' menu and click on 'New Application'.  NOWS is menu driven and will prompt you for information for the application.  After you fill out the application, click on the 'Submit' button which submits it to the CO/Training Officer mailbox for review and approval.  Under the 'Sailor' menu you can check your NOWS mailbox to see if you have any messages regarding your orders application.  You can also check status of your orders application.  Check your inbox after you submit an application. It will let you know if there are any problems with your application.  A 24 hour NOWS help line is available and the number is on the web site.  For any questions on NOWS, contact CDR David Speer.

d.  NOWS update - When submitting IDTT applications, indicate the START DATE as your travel day to the IDTT site (normally Friday), your REPORT DATE as the day you actually begin instruction (Saturday of the drill weekend), and your END DATE as the day you finish your orders and travel home (Sunday of the drill weekend). This will give you 3 day IDTT orders.   Any NOWS questions please contact CDR Speer.

Orders for Exportable Training Trips: Over the recent weeks the REDCOM MA has reported that the IDTT funds have been drastically reduced from the expected FY03 budget level.  To compensate, when possible, we have been instructed to shift our use of IDTT funding to AT funding.  The REDCOM has assured us that neither the number of AT orders nor the length of AT orders will be limited under these unique circumstances.  

Three day AT order request in lieu of IDTT order request will be granted.  The travel expenses will be reimbursed and the member paid through the local PSD.  Members operating under AT orders are expected to adjudicate their orders through the Norfolk Reserve Center Training Office.  Address is:

The Training Department will perform all of the routing necessary for the travel claim, including PSD Little Creek.

Replacing IDTT with AT does leave the member with incompleted IDT (weekend drills) that need to be reschedueld.  To minimize the need to appear at TACTRAGRULANT for rescheduled drills, we are expecting members to reschedule drills to participate at our summer RBSTT.  

For NR TACTRAGRULANT members, Most unit members will have to use AT orders for the Exportable Training Trips. However, those members (instructors) who travel great distances to drill at TACTRAGRULANT will be given the highest priority to be approved for IDTT in support of exportable training trips.  CAPT Spooner, CAPT Little, CDR Hamman and CDR Wright should continue to submit request for IDTT orders through NOWS. The remainder of unit members will use AT orders for the trips.  

The AT applications will still be for 3 days with the start date as the Friday you are traveling, the Report Date as the Saturday of the drill weekend, and the End Date as Sunday of the drill weekend.  Your travel and per diem will still be paid.  Request a rental car if needed.  You will not make your own bething arrangements, same as with any other AT orders.  Within the comment section of the NOWS request those members traveling as a group should request that they be berthed with the other members of the traveling party by name.  Ensure you use the AUIC where the training will actually be held, not the RUIC of the host unit.  

The Reserve Center Training Department also routes the AT orders to CNRF for AT point capture.  Forward three copies of the endorsed orders with the LES to the Training Department at the same address as above.  Any questions contact CDR David Speer at 757-466-9677 (W) or 757-498-4559 (H).
